Howard Epstein has 
been the MLA for 
Halifax Chebucto 
since March of 
1998. Howard 
is a respected 
lawyer, part-time 
law professor 
and well-known 
environmentalist. 
He is a former 
Executive Director 

of the Ecology Action Centre, and was 
on Municipal Council from 1994-96 
representing Ward 4, and from 1996-98 
representing District 14 (Connaught-
Quinpool). Educated at QEH, Dalhousie 
University and Carleton University, he 
teaches Land Use and Land Use Planning 
Law at Dalhousie. He has two children, 
Hannah and Noah. As a member of the 
Official Opposition, his Critic areas are 
Conserve Nova Scotia, Intergovernmental 
Affairs, Gaming and the Heritage 
Properties Act.

Citadel High School 
Legacy Campaign
When Citadel High was planned, 
the Department of Education’s 
guidelines did not include an 
auditorium. They convinced the 
province to shell in the auditorium 
and created a unique partnership 
with the Halifax Regional 
Municipality which resulted in 
a community centre, including a 
second gymnasium. The campaign 
has already raised over $1.3 
million of the $2.3 million needed.  
To raise the remaining $1 million, 
each of the 825 seats in the theatre 
will be sold for $1,000 each.  
Businesses, groups or individuals 
can purchase one or more seats 
and have their name imprinted on 
a small plaque affixed to the seat.

Bayer’s Road
In a move reminiscent of the 
Chebucto Road widening, there is 
a pending proposal for widening 
Bayers Road. The Province is 
considering changes to Highway 
102 to accommodate more traffic.  
HRM is considering a widening of 
Bayers Road for the same purpose.  
If this goes ahead, some property 
owners on Bayers Road could lose 
land and all would be affected by 
increased traffic. 

A public information session 
was held in February  at St. 
Andrew’s Community Centre 
and attended by more than 
200 concerned residents.  The 
project was criticized as out-
of-date thinking incompatible 
with the objective of sustainable, 
walkable, liveable communities.  
No cost projections were 
available.  Councillors Watts 
and Blumenthal are on record as 
opposing the changes to Bayers 
Road but there is apprehension 
that other HRM councillors will 
favour the proposal.    

Rail Line Paving
In October of 2008, the Nova 
Scotia Gateway Initiative 
launched a study to assess 

the feasibility of paving half 
of the CN rail cut on the 
HRM peninsula in order to 
accommodate truck traffic.  The 
study’s consultant proposed a 
configuration for the corridor and 
developed a detailed cost estimate 
for the project which was used 
as the basis for a thorough cost-
benefit analysis.  The proposal 
was controversial and many 
residents of Halifax Chebucto 
were concerned about the impact 
in terms of noise and emissions.

The government has 
considered the findings of the 
report and concluded that the 
project is not feasible from a 
Gateway perspective and will 
not move forward.  Further 
information can be obtained 
online from the Gateway 
Initiative at www.halifaxgateway.

HRM By Design
While the HRM By Design 
process is still heavily involved in 
its ideas for the Halifax Central 
Business District, it may soon 
start to plan for densification of 
residential neighbourhoods.  As 
mandated by the 2006 HRM 
Regional Plan, the Halifax 
Peninsula and Dartmouth within 
the Circumferential Highway 
are target areas for population 
growth.  How this should be 
accomplished without negative 
impacts on existing stable 
residential neighbourhoods will be 
the subject of public consultations 
in the next phase of HRM By 
Design.

Quinpool Road
HRM is considering some 
possible design changes for 
Quinpool Road.  A public 
consultation meeting was held 
January 22nd. Possibilities 
suggested include a boulevard and 
a widening of the street.  More 
information may be obtained at 
www.quinpoolroad.ca.
